How to Enter

Africa Environment is offering Kenya Primary and Secondary school children and youth aged 6 to 19 years the opportunity to participate in a bi-monthly environmental education campaign focusing on sustainable development and environmental social responsibility entitled “My Future, My Environment”.  
 

Participants are invited to submit their entries from the 1st to last day of every alternating month starting 1st October, 2011 throughout the running period of the campaign. Entries that reach us after the closing date will not be considered in the next session of the educational campaign since the running question will be different.

Who May Enter
The Campaign is open to any pupil or student, aged 6-19 years, who is enrolled for Kenya primary or secondary education.

You are required to fill in all the fields on the entry form.

Indicate on the envelope or in mail subject the category you are applying for,
e.g. “CATEGORY 1″.

Email applications should have the subject line as “My Future, My Environment – (CATEGORY -).

 

Please submit the following entry materials:
1. A brief answer to the current campaign question in the application form. This question dictates the theme of the session. Entrants are allowed to submit answers to this question as essay, drawing and/or painting. The question simply aims at evaluating entrants understanding of current environmental issues and encourages self-learning through research.

2. A drawing, painting or photograph (2MB minimum, high resolution JPEG or JPG format for email attachments) of an activity depicting environmental/ecological/bio-diversity protection or conservation.

-          Hard copy entries can be of any size so long as they are of good quality print for judging.

-          Photographs should not be framed or mounted.

-          Each hard copy/printed photo must include the pupil’s name, age, school, title of photograph and the entry category on the back.

3. A story, description or explanation of between 250 and 300 words about your photo, drawing or painting. Handwritten submissions are acceptable so long as the handwriting is readable.

-          Students should explain their presentation and explain their motivation factor.

-          They should indicate how this activity contributes to their well-being, that of the area’s inhabitants and how it is an environmental conservation or protection initiative.

-          Students should finish their text with a question or idea on the best approach to solve the problem indicated by their submission.

All submissions must be in English.
Only one entry is allowed per student per session.

 In submitting an entry, you agree that:

· It is your own concept and/or work. It is not plagiarizing or copying the work of other individuals or organizations

· It does not knowingly infringe upon another party’s intellectual property rights

· It is not confidential information

· All entries become property of Africa-Environment.

Selection of Winners
Campaign consists of one round of evaluation. The Campaign Host will select one (1) winning entry in each Category from among all eligible entries based on the following four criteria:

· Creativity

· Originality

· Title of your presentation and its relevance

· Answer to the current environmental question

Entry levels:

Category 1
· Lower Primary School entrants [Classes 1 to 4]

Category 2
· Higher Primary School entrants [Classes 5 to 8]

Category 3
· Secondary School entrants [Forms 1 to 4]

 

Campaign Prize
Winners in Categories 1 and 2 will each receive an award of USD10.
Winner of category 3 will receive an award of USD15.
The best three entries in each category will be published on our website page My Future, My Environment; and names of the respective entrants will be published alongside their entries.

The winners of each of the respective categories will also have their names and portraits published on My Life, My Environment’s Wall of Fame.

· Winners will be notified in writing and confirmed by phone, if a number has been supplied, thirty (30) days after closing date of each campaign session. Their names will also be available on-line at our website.

The judges’ selection is final.

Organizers of the campaign reserve the right to change these rules without notice. However, the rules will not be changed in the course of a running session, but if so the changes will not affect entries and entrants of that session.
